1st  Woolliss & Flintoft’s BOXANIA ROAMIN’ AROUND AT RAMALEON 

10 month old dark brindle of good height and squarely built. Good 

head proportions in balance with body. Skull sufficiently lean with 

depth and width to muzzle. Distinct stop. Well padded upper lips 

fitting well with lower jaw. Clean dark eyes. Well set ears. Strong 

arched neck flowing well into withers. Well boned straight forelegs 

and good angulation to forequarters. Chest deep to elbows. Back short 

and slightly sloping. Sufficient width to thighs. Moved well showing 

good reach. Best Puppy Dog & BPIS 
 

Class 3    Junior Dog   2 Entries 
 

1st  Beardsell & Van-Beck’s NEWLAITHE SUPER NATURAL 

12 month old brindle. Well balanced youngster with good proportions 

to head. Would prefer slightly less lip. Good mouth and dentition. Dark 

expressive eyes. Well set ears. Good angulation to forequarters. Chest 

deep to elbows. Back straight with sufficient tuck up. Sufficient width 

to thighs and with good angulation to stifles. Moved with drive. 
 

2nd  Mullis’ IDLEFORDE LET’S DO IT 

12 month old brindle. Slightly smaller than 1st with less substance and 

longer in body. Head proportions good with strong underjaw. Dark 

eyes and well set ears. Clean arched neck but did not flow into withers. 

Good front and rear angulation. Moved OK. 
 

Class 4     Yearling Dog   No Entries 
 

Class 5    Novice Dog   1 Entry 
 

1st  Gooderham’s MARBLEVIEW RED FIVE 

22 month old dark fawn. Broad skull with ears set wide apart. Dark 

eyes and good mouth. Neck of ample length with elegant arch. Front 

and rear quarters sufficiently angulated. Well sprung ribs with chest of 

good depth. Thighs of good width with low set hocks. Moved well.  
 

 
 

 

 



Class 6    Graduate Dog   3 Entries 
 

1st  Payne’s DAERVLISH ORDINARY LOVE AT BIRLEYVALE 

3 year old brindle. Well balanced with masculine head in proportion 

with body. Skull lean with broad deep muzzle of correct proportion to 

skull with strong underjaw and well fitting upper lips. Dark eyes 

forward looking with lively expression. Ears of moderate size and 

placed well on skull. Muscular strong neck flowing well into withers 

but to hyper critical would like slightly more arch. Good angulation to 

forequarters with chest reaching to elbows. Back straight slightly 

sloping Moderate tuck up and short loin. Muscular hindquarters with 

good width to thighs of good length. Moved with good reach and drive.

2nd  Murfin & Philips’ GEENAWELL RED KNIGHT BY FARVALLEY 

2 year old dark fawn. Squarely built with good proportions to head. 

Dark eyes and well set ears. Underjaw not as visible as I would like. 

Clean arched neck. Front and rear quarters sufficiently angulated. 

Chest of good depth. Back straight and loin short. Moved well. 
 

3rd  Littlewood & Bowler’s OLLEYVILLE JAMES DEAN AT WHIRLOBOX 
 

Class 7    Post Graduate Dog  4 Entries 
 

1st  Murfin & Renshaw-Turner’s FARVALLEY DARK WARRIOR 

3 year old brindle. Square in appearance with well proportioned head 

in balance with body. Expressive dark eyes. Ears set wide apart on 

slightly arched skull. Good mouth. Arched neck flowing into withers. 

Shoulders long with upper arm o9f similar length. Chest deep to elbow 

with ribs well sprung. Straight back sloping slightly with taut loin. 

Muscular hindquarters with good angulation and low hocks. Moved 

well showing good drive. Res. Best Dog 
 

2nd Beardsell, Van-Beck & Fielding’s NEWLAITHE SUITED N’BOOTED  

                      WITH LEFERGO JW 

 3 year old brindle. Another quality dog with good proportions to head 

and balanced square body. Elegant arch to clean neck but it did not 

flow as smoothly into withers as 1st thus spoiling the topline. Good 

depth to chest and brisket. Sufficient tuck up. Well angulated front and 

rear quarters. Moved well. 
 

3rd  Flintoft’s BOXANIA ROCK STAR 
 

Res  Ames’ MARBLEVIEW PHANTOM MENACE AT THENAMY 
 

Class 8    Limit Dog   4 Entries (1 Absent) 
 

1st  Littlewood & Bowler’s OLLEYVILLE STANLEY MAN AT WHIRLOBOX 

5 year old brindle. Masculine head of good proportions with good ear 

carriage and dark eyes. Squarely built with good depth to chest. Neck a 

little untidy and would prefer slightly more arch. Sufficient bone to 

forequarters with legs well under body. Muscular hindquarters with 

good width to thighs. Moved well. 



 

2nd  Peck’s MANIC KEEP IT REAL FOE ENESHA 

5 year old brindle. Well proportioned head with strong underjaw. Well 

set eyes and ears. Elegant arch to neck. Preferred front angulation on 

1st. Chest of sufficient depth but lacking in brisket. Good angulation to 

muscular hindquarters. Moved OK. 
 

3rd  Murfin & Cobbledick’s FARVALLEY  HEART & SOUL  
 

Class 9     Open Dog   3 Entries (1 Absent) 
 

1st  Beardsell & Van-Beck’s NEWLAITHE DIDDLE ON ShCM 

4 year old brindle. Good proportions to head with broad muzzle and 

chin. Well set ears. Muscular clean arched neck. Well set shoulders 

with good angulation to upper arm. Straight forelegs. Chest deep to 

elbows with forelegs of similar length. Prominent brisket and straight 

back. Sufficient tuck up and strong loins. Well angulated hindquarters. 

Low hocks and good feet. Moved well with drive. 
 

2nd  Murfin & Renshaw-Turner’s FARVALLEY DARK KNIGHT 

6¾ year old brindle. Another well balanced dog with good proportions 

to head. Would prefer slightly more front angulation and width to 

chest. Straight in back with sufficient tuck up. Well angulated 

hindquarters with low hocks. Moved well. 
 

Class 10   Veteran Dog or Bitch  3 Entries 
 

1st  Clayforth’s SUNVALLEY TOUCHING WOOD WITH TYSLEE 

7 year old brindle bitch. Squarely built with well developed muscles. 

Feminine head of balanced proportions Muzzle broad and of good 

depth. Well padded upper lips. Distinct stop. Dark eyes with lively 

expression. Ears set wide. Good mouth and dentition. Muscular neck 

with elegant arch and flowing smoothly into withers. Well placed long 

shoulders with upper arm of similar length. Chest deep to elbows with 

good depth to brisket. Ribs well sprung and loin short. Straight in back. 

Muscular hindquarters with good angulation. Moved with power 

showing good reach and drive. Best Bitch, RBIS, BOS, BVIS 
 

2nd  Louis’ RAMELEON NIGHTS IN HARLEM 

7 year old  brindle dog. Balanced proportions to masculine head. Dark 

eyes with good pigment to rims. Well set ears. Strong elegant arch to 

neck. Well angulated front and rear quarters. Chest of good depth. 

Back straight but would prefer slightly less slope. Broad thighs and 

low set hocks. Moved well.

Class 11   Minor Puppy Bitch  2 Entries (1 absent) 
 

1st   Murfin’s HARVLIN MYSTERY GODDESS AT FARVALLEY 

8 month old brindle. Head of good proportions with chin clearly seen 

from front and side. Eyes dark with lively expression. Elegant neck of 

good length. Sufficient depth to chest with good forechest. Well 

angulated front and rear quarters. Moved freely with reach. 
 

Class 12   Puppy Bitch   3 Entries (1 Absent) 
 

1st  Flintoft’s BOXANIA ROAMIN’ ABOUT 

10 month old brindle. Well balanced with feminine head of correct 

proportions. Muzzle broad with dark mask. Distinct stop and dark 

expressive eyes. Well set ears. Neck of ample length, round and clean. 

Good forequarters with shoulders and upper arms long and of similar 

length. Chest developing well with good spring of rib. Back short and 

straight. Sufficient angulation to hindquarters with clean hocks. Moved 

with drive and reach. Best Puppy Bitch 
 

2nd  Clarforth’s TYSLEE TABITHA 

10 month old brindle. Pleasing feminine head of good proportions in 

balance with body. Good length to neck. Sufficient angulation to front 

and rear quarters. A little unsettled in the ring but moved OK. 
 

Class 13   Junior Bitch   4 Entries (1 Absent) 
 

1st  Beardsell & Van-Beck’s NASHVILLE AT NEWLAITHE 

12 month old brindle. Squarely built with balanced proportions to 

head. Dark eyes with lively expression. Good ear carriage. Clean neck 

flowing into withers. Chest deep and good tuck-up. Well arched feet. 

Well angulated front and rear quarters which showed in her movement.  
 

2nd  McCarthy & Gething’s JEDDHI FIREFLY 

14 month old brindle. Another young bitch with pleasing feminine 

head in balance with body. Dark eyes and good ear carriage. Chest 

deep to elbows. Straight in back with a little more slope and rear 

angulation than 1st. Moved OK. 
 

3rd  Law’s SHELLARK RULE THE WORLD 
 

Class 14   Yearling Bitch   1 Entry 
 

1st  Payne’s BIRLEYVALE BELLSARIO 

23 month old dark brindle. Good proportions to head and in balance 

with body. Elegant arch to neck of good length. Straight in back with 

slight slope. Well angulated forequarters with chest of good depth. 

Width to thighs and good hind angulation. Moved well showing good 

reach. 
 

Class 15   Novice Bitch   1 Entry (1 Absent) 
 



Class 16   Graduate Bitch  2 Entries 
 

1st  Murfin & Renshaw-Turner’s FARVALLEY PICTURE PERFECT 

2 year old brindle. Square in outline with balanced proportions to head. 

Broad muzzle with good underjaw. Well set dark eyes. Ears set high 

and wide. Elegant neck. Sufficient front angulation with chest deep to 

elbows but would prefer a little more forechest. Muscular hindquarters. 

Moved with drive. 
 

2nd  Littlewood & Bowler’s OLLEYVILLE MY SWEET GEORGIA AT WHIRLOBOX 

2 year old brindle. Good proportions to head with well padded upper 

lips and distinct stop. Dark brown eyes with good pigmentation to 

rims. Good angulation to front and rear quarters. Straight in back but a 

little longer in loin than 1st. Moved well. 
 

Class 17   Post Graduate Bitch  2 Entries 
 

1st  McCarthy, Gething & Banks’ SUNHAWK NORWATCH LOVELACE AT JEDDHI 

2 year old brindle. Pleasing feminine head of good proportions Well 

set ears and expressive dark eyes. Ample length to round neck. 

Sufficient angulation to forequarters and muscular hindquarters with 

width to thighs. Chest reaching to elbows. Straight back maintained on 

move. 
 

2nd  Withdrawn 
 

Class 18    Limit Bitch   2 Entries   
 

1st  Beardsell & Van-Beck’s NEWLAITHE PUREOCO JW 

3 year old light brindle. Square in appearance with well proportioned 

head in balance with body. Muzzle broad and deep with well padded 

lips. Perceptive underjaw. Distinct stop. Well pigmented muzzle and 

eye rims. Well set expressive eyes. Moderate sized ears set high and 

wide. Elegant arch to neck flowing into withers. Long shoulders with 

uper arm of similar length. Chest deep to elbows with good forechest. 

Straight back. Sufficient width to muscular thighs. Well angulated 

hindquarters. Moved with good reach and powerful drive. Res. Best 

Bitch 
 

2nd  Flintoft’s BOXANIA MIDNIGHT SPICE 

4 year old brindle. Well proportioned head in balance with body. Well 

set ears and eyes. Marked nape of neck. Well angulated quarters. Chest 

deep to elbows with taut tuck up. Back straight and loin sufficiently 

short. Moved freely.
